ORDER

This matter is before the Court on Plaintiff Coalition of Good Governance’s
Motion for Expansion of Time to File Ex Parte Response to Steptoe & Johnson,
LLP’s Motion to Withdraw [Doc. 113]. Upon review, the Court GRANTS the
Coalition of Good Governance’s (“CGG”) Motion and extends the deadline for
CGG to file its response to 5:00 P.M. on November 29, 2017.
